This is the account of a couple (a writer and her husband an artist) who move from London to a
house in the country in Suffolk with their dog and newly acquired battery hens (I asked my friend
who has chickens and she enlightened me that battery hens were hens kept in cages (like our egg
factories | think). It was very interesting and different from the cozy mysteries and light romance

novels | usually read.
